Cleaning Instructions

Wipe the product with a soft dry or moist cloth. Do not use any abrasive cleaning tools and never use strong
cleaning agents such as household glass cleaner, white spirit, or turpentine.
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Inside the Box

4 x Leg assemblies (A)
1x Tabletop (B)

4 x Socket screws (C)
4 x Mount (D)
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Tools Needed

- Drilling machine/ or screwdriver
with unbracoy/allenkey bit

Assembly corner mount

Place a mount on the corner, and align the hole.
Make sure the mount is facing the right way up,
in order for the socket screw to be mounted
correctly.

Repeat for each corner.

ATTENTION

Do not overtighten each screw, as it may warp
the tabletop. Fasten with no more than 15 Nm
(torque).

Assembly of leg

Place the leg over the mount and rotate the
leg until the threading meets. Fasten the leg at
much as possible by hand.

Repeat for each leg.

Do not overtighten each leg.
